Rules & Regulations:

1. The Rice Cooking Contest is open to anyone interested in preparing a dish using RICE.

2. Amateurs only. No professional chefs, restaurant operators, dietitians or home economists are allowed
to enter the contest.

3. Contestants may enter one recipe per category with a separate entry form for each entry.

4. Dishes must be prepared at home and ready to serve upon entry. Contestants must provide a method
of maintaining proper serving temperature.

5. Recipes must be printed or typed and attached to entry form. Recipes must list all ingredients in the
order they are used, as well as preparation and cooking instructions.

6. All entries shall become the property of the Texas Rice Festival, Inc. for the promotion of RICE.
Winning recipes may be printed in the Official Program & Cookbook.

7. The first 50 cookers will receive a "Goody Bag" for entering the contest.

Categories are: Appetizers, Vegetable or Salad, Main Dish, Desserts and Miscellaneous
